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(Revolutionary Knee Surgery for Dogs

The most common orthopedic problem for dogs is a ruptured ACL (anterior
cruciate ligament). A team from the University of Zurich in Switzerland has
developed a revolutionary surgical procedure to repair this injury called Tibial
Tuberosity Advancement or TTA.

Traditional treatment for this injury has been to replace the ruptured
ligament. However, TTA takes a different approach. This technique changes the
geometry and angles of the knee joint so that it can function normally without an
ACL. This is accomplished by installing titanium implants.

Dr. Pullen has performed approximately 4,000 knee surgeries in his career. In the
past three years, he has performed about 150 TTAs, after receiving training directly
from the team of Swiss veterinarians.

After this innovative treatment, most dogs are back to full weight bearing capacity
within four to six weeks.

What s My Mized-Breed Dog?

Have you ever looked at your mixed-breed dog and wondered where he got those
ears? Where she got that tail? Until now, it was anybody’s guess. But, thanks to a
new, remarkable and simple blood test, you can find out not only what breeds came
together to create your unique pet, but what proportion of each breed comprise his
or her unigue genetic make-up.

The test, called the Wisdom Panel MX, does more than just satisfy your curiosity.
The results can help you understand your dog’s behavioral patterns, as each breed
has characteristic behaviors. More importantly, however, it allows your veterinarian
to better evaluate your pet for specific, potential medical problems that are common
among certain breeds of dog.

This test requires only a simple blood draw and you can have the answer to your
undying question usually within three weeks.

Pioneering Arthritis Treatment

Animal Medical & Surgical Center has been chosen to perform a field trial study of an
exciting new medical treatment for arthritis in dogs. This advanced treatment, which
involves the use of adult stem cells, has been very successful in humans in France,
Germany and Russia. Now, this technology is being applied to Man's Best Friend.
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This technique involves harvesting live bone marrow from donors and injecting
them into the arthritic joints of the patient. These stem cells then transform
themselves into the type of cells the joint needs to produce new cartilage and repair
damage in the arthritic joint.

The procedure is very simple and non-invasive, requiring only a mild anesthetic.
Often, only one injection is needed. In some cases, an annual injection may be
required.

Clean Feeth = Clean Bill of Hoealth

Good dental health is one of the most important factors in maintaining your pet's
overall health. We find that approximately 67% of our canine and feline patients are in
need of dental cleanings.

Dental plaque and tartar can lead to gum
infections and periodontal disease. In turn, these
conditions can cause heart, liver and kidney
disease, as well as pancreatitis, in a high percentage
of cases. Thus, good oral hygiene is much more
important than nice breath and a pretty smile —
it can literally save your pet's life.
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Scooter had a flaw — he had tearstains
on his face. His breeder couldn't
sell him, so he handed Scooter over
to Rescue A Golden of Arizona
(RAGofAZ). After seeing a RAG-
affiliated eye specialist and taking
eye drops for a few weeks, Scooter is
growing into a very handsome dog
and a wonderful companion for his
new adoptive family.

Poor Casey came to RAGofAZ with
two torn cruciate ligaments. After two
surgeries and several foster homes,
Casey finally found a home with Dean
in Phoenix. Now Dean cannot imagine
a life without Casey.

Eight-year-old Gus was overweight,
could barely walk and had a bad cough
when he was surrendered to RAGofAZ
by the Prescott Humane Society.
AMSC's Dr. Pullen found that he had
bronchogenic carcinoma and two
ruptured ACLs. After surgeries removing
one of Gus'lungs and repairing his legs
with TTA (see “Innovative Pet Care”), Gus
has recovered quite well. He now has
a chance of a longer life and weighs a
svelte 77 pounds!

Goldens are given up by their owners
for a variety of reasons, sometimes
because they have a treatable but
expensive medical condition. These
stories are just a few of the many
successes RAGOfAZ has to share.

RAGOfAZ never turns a Golden

Retriever away, unless it has shown
aggressive tendencies. The non-profit
organization rescues Goldens in need
and finds them a new, permanent
home. In fact, they have rescued 2,200
dogs since their formation in October
1998. In addition, they educate the
public about Goldens, responsible dog
ownership and rescue efforts.

Last year, Animal Medical & Surgical
Center entered into a relationship
with RAGofAZ. “Dr. Pullen has
performed surgeries on many of our
Golden Retrievers and his medical
acumen and skill are extraordinary,’
says Judy Smith, Scottsdale
resident and RAGofAZ Behavior Team
Coordinator. “He is precise and
meticulous in his work, as well as
affectionate and caring with his
patients and their families.

Once rescued by RAGofAZ, a Golden
is placed in a foster home, provided
medical treatment and then adopted
to a qualified, loving and permanent
home.
